Following definitions have been accepted: 
 
UN/LOCODE  code value for the city or metropolitan region  (the one with the most 

functions) 
 
alternative UN/LOCODE  code value for the sub-location “port” or the location being at quite a 

distance from the metropolitan area 
 
Terminal Code  It is unique when used together with the UN/LOCODE, but it is not 

unique on its own. 
The terminal code is alpha-numeric, it consists of letters and/or 
numbers. 
The terminal code has a length of 3 to 6 characters (compulsory) 
The terminal code should denote the facilities of a terminal, but not 
the individual berth at the pier 

 
Terminal Facility The terminal facility name shall be the official name as it appears on 

the website or in the signature of the terminal representatives 
 
Company Name   The company name in the list should represent the managing  
 
Latitude/longitude   Format: N 53° 31' 41“     E 009° 55' 42“

The old entry will be crossed out and remain like this for a while before being finally removed. A „Valid until“-
date will be set.
